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Myanmar (Keng Tung & Mong La)
Day 1 - Chiang Rai - Chiang Dao  - Mae Salong - Golden Triangle (L)

Pick up your group at Chiang Rai airport depart from Chiang Rai, driving along winding roads as you make your way to Doi Mae Salong, a mountain 1800 meters above sea level. Visit hilltribe villages of the Akha and Yao people and colorful markets with a distinctly Chinese atmosphere due to the region's past. Continue through spectacular scenery to the Golden Triangle area, arriving early this evening.

Overnight in the Golden Triangle area

Day 2 - Golden Triangle - Mae Sai - Tachileik - Kengtung (B,D)

Set off this morning to Myanmar. A half-hour drive takes you to Mae Sai and the border where, after completing necessary formalities, cross into the Burmese side. A stroll through the busy border market gives you a chance to meet friendly locals who are shopping in traditional longyis (sarongs) and often sporting thanaka, the local make-up and sunscreen. Then drive northeast (approximately 4.5 hours) to Kengtung through scenic hills and small villages, arriving in time for a short stroll in this quiet Shan town.

Overnight in Kengtung

Day 3 - Kengtung Sightseeing (B,L,D)

This morning get a slice of local lifestyles with a visit to Kengtung's local market. Visited by villagers from the surrounding area, you will see many hilltribe people in their traditional dress who have come to sell their products and barter for goods. Tucked away in the far eastern corner of Shan State, Kengtung is a sleepy but historic centre for the state's Khun culture, surrounded by Wa, Shan, Akha and Lahu villages. It is a very scenic town as it is built around a small lake and is dotted with ageing Buddhist temples and crumbling British colonial architecture.

WAT JONG KHAM: features a tall gilded zedi topped by a gold hti inlaid with silver, rubies, diamonds, sapphires and jade, and hung with tiny gold bells. Legend says Jong Kham dates to a visit by Gautama Buddha and that the zedi contains six strands of his hair.

WAT PHA JAO LUNG: 19th century temple which gets its Burmese name Maha Myat Muni from a 1920 replica of the Mandalay Maha Myat Muni image.
WATER BUFFALO MARKET: daily on the western outskirts of town. An interesting place to wander and watch the negotiations.

YAN GONE POTTERY VILLAGE: Observe traditional Shan methods of pottery manufacture 

Overnight in Kengtung.
Day4 Kengtung – Mong La
Morning 56 miles drive to China border Mong La Town of special region No.4, Wan Nyet, Wan Seng the “ Loi’s ” places near Namp-Lwei stream unreachable at one time. To see Dway-nagara Golden Pagoda Opium Free Zone Museum, Boundary Stone, China entry-point, Pansy show and other gems in Mong La. Cross the border to China’s border town “ Ta-law & Tai’s region ” “ Xishuanbanna ”. Drive back to Kyaing Tong
Day 5  Mong La - Kengtung –Chiang Rai

 Return to the Thai border and check at hotel Chaing Rai.

Day 6  Chiang Rai 
After breakfast send off at Chiang Rai airport end of service.
